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七夕/たなばた/Tanabata/(Star Festival)

is an annual celebration of the stars in Japan. In the Japanese Tanabata legend, the two stars, Orihime and Hikoboshi, separated lovers are allowed to meet each other across the Amagawa (Milky Way) once a year on 7th July. Colorful Tanabata festivals are held across Japan in early July and August.  
One popular Tanabata custom is to write one's wishes on tanzaku (a piece of coloured paper), and hang tanzaku on bamboo tree / plants, in the hope that the wishes become true. The most common Tanabata decorations are colourful streamers. Streamers are said to symbolise the weaving of threads. Other common decorations are Toami (casting net), which means good luck for fishing and farming and Kinchaku (bag), which means wealth.
This year, PAAM together with Hippo Members will organise Mini Tanabata Matsuri with the aim to introduce “TANABATA Festival (Star Festival)”, one of the Japanese cultural events to PAAM members and friends.
