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1. BACKGROUND OF THE PROGRAM:
AOTS - the Association for Overseas Technical Scholarship - is a non-profit association run with Japanese government subsidies from the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry (METI). Since its establishment in 1959, AOTS has been conducting various technical and management training programs in Japan and overseas for the people of developing countries. 
At the request of the AOTS Alumni Societies organized by these former participants, AOTS has been providing training programs in Japanese industries for young engineers. Through lectures and discussions with Japanese experts, participants will review the significance of standardization and international collaboration to develop their industry in their country and will summarize their findings to make a group presentation on the final day of the program.

5. PARTICIPATION EXPENSES:

Training expenses will be covered by the subsidy provided by the Japan Society for the Promotion of Machine Industry including following expenses and allowances to the participants:

(1) International Travel Expenses

· AOTS will issue a round trip economy class air ticket for the participants’ travel from an international airport of his/her home country to arrive in Japan the day before the commencement of the training program and to leave Japan the day after the final day of the program.
